	Asst. Clerk’s Report
	Received three quotes for re-decorating the Memorial Hall toilets over the Christmas recess -  £900, £520 and a quote from Dave Thompson for £500- agreed to offer contract to Dave Thompson.  One quote has been received to install new easy to remove light fittings in the toilets, Asst. Clerk has been asked to get another quote.  Excrement has been found on the play area equipment at the back of the hall and will be reported to Thames Valley Police.  It has also been noted that the fence between the hall and the garage is being trodden down where someone is trying to gain access to the garage workshop.  New regular booking of a ‘street dance’ class has been made and will commence on Thursdays starting mid November.  Full electrical testing has been carried out.  Ask Dave Thompson to clean filters in hall heaters.

	Asst. Clerk’s Report
	Assistant Parish Clerk read out a note from Malcolm Weaver with his suggestion that the village green requires verti-draining / Airating at a cost of £90 for the adult pitch and £65 each for the junior pitches excluding VAT.   Asst. Clerk to write to football teams regarding the recommendation and explain that the council are happy to go ahead and fund if they agree that it is beneficial to do so, but this expense will be reflected in the coming season’s charges.
Play bark has been replaced in the play area.

Incident on the village green on 23 October required ambulance access to attend to a football casualty.  Access was gained through the Pavilion barrier.  If the Clerk/Asst. Clerk had been unavailable to unlock the barrier the Committee felt that access could have been gained by a stretcher via the pedestrian access points.  The Committee was unhappy to give any of the clubs keys for the Pavilion barrier.
The Asst. Clerk recently attended a RoSPA training course for playground safety inspections and has subsequently written a report and proposals to improve the Edlesborough Green Play area.   All the proposed improvements were approved and Asst. Clerk will arrange with Dave Thompson to carry out improvements between now and the Spring.  Asst. Clerk will also speak to RoSPA regarding concerns re swing links.
Asst. Clerk has also written a new checklist for playground inspections and Cllr Prys-Jones and Cllr Wilson  volunteered to each take a turn to inspect the area.

Proposal to move the adult football pitch for one season to allow the existing pitch to recover was discussed.  Cllr Wilson suggested rotating the pitch 90 degrees and moving the goalposts to a less tired area of the green during the summer months.  Feasibility needs to be checked again by measuring the length of the area and considering the dip in the land.

The Committee agreed to order 3 of the Topsy2000 litter bins from Glasdon for installation on the village green.  Metal Guppy bin requested for Dagnall Recreational Ground although this must be paid from the Dagnall donation. 

Edlesborough School Multi Play Unit – at the request of the school, this proposal has been put on hold until 2Q12.

	Cricket
	Agreement appears to have been reached between Road Runners and Edlesborough Cricket Club.  Road Runners will play on Sundays and an occasional Saturday as long as Edlesborough CC are not playing at home.  Mid week games will be played on a first come first served basis and Road Runners are hoping that their flexibility will put them in a favourable position to extend their contract for a further year.  Edlesborough CC will play on Saturdays.  Cllr Wilkinson has prepared an amended contract agreement for Road Runners and Edlesborough CC and this will be sent out to them shortly if Road Runners are prepared to sign a new contract.  The proposed contract will ask Edlesborough CC to provide names/ addresses of their members to prove they are a Parish Team – if this is the case they will enjoy a rate of £300 otherwise it will be £450.  Road Runners will also be charged £450.

	Cllr Williams has made an attempt to update the Policy Statement but unfortunately has been working from a modified but unapproved copy.  The amendments were discussed in detail and most changes were agreed but it was felt that the previously approved version must be incorporated into the version Cllr Williams has been working on.  In particular, item D1 needs to remain that the Parish Council require a list of names of team players to ascertain whether a team is a Parish team. Some dates also need to be amended and all references to Parish Council should be just that, not GPC.

	Asst. Clerk’s Report
	Electrical testing of the Pavilion has been carried out – excluding the tennis courts and floodlights.  There has been debate about who is responsible to pay for electrical testing of the tennis club equipment and it was agreed that the PC will pay for any electrical inspection inside the Pavilion and it is suggested that the Asst. Clerk recommends to the Tennis Club they do a full electrical inspection of their equipment.

Lock on Pavilion door was vandalised with super glue – Dave Thompson has repaired.

EB Lions have requested to store their floodlights in the Pavilion during the winter months.  The Committee agreed that the floodlights could be stored but not the batteries.

Asst. Clerk has suggested moving most of the black chairs stored in the Pavilion over to the Memorial Hall 

Store room to de-clutter the club room.  After checking with the sports clubs it has been suggested 12 chairs left in the Pavilion will suffice.  Asst. Clerk has written to sports clubs and asked for Refs room to be tidied.
