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Here is the latest Wing South neighbourhood update from Police Constable Jared Levens.
Recent News 

· On Friday 2 July, residents from Edlesborough were able to meet with local officers from Thames Valley Police and local officers from Bedfordshire Police who look after the neighbouring village of Eaton Bray. This meeting was chaired by Inspector Emma Garside where questions and concerns were welcomed from residents. We have received positive feedback from those who attended this meeting and they have requested that we hold another meeting later in the year. 
· On Saturday 3 July, the local neighbourhood team were again in Edlesborough at the annual Carnival on The Green. It was a great opportunity to meet numerous residents and to discuss concerns they had. Some of the concerns raised were to do with speeding and anti-social behaviour.
· Thames Valley Police and Aylesbury Vale District Council (AVDC) want to remind residents to be vigilant of rogue traders after a number of distraction/rogue trader type incidents were reported to both the police and council.

People have attended addresses pretending to be from the council offering refunds for bills and home energy saving products, or claimed to be from the police or the water board. Residents have also received calls asking for their bank details to give refunds and confirm security details. These offenders are trying to make people let them into their homes or give them confidential information. 

Thames Valley Police and AVDC are asking you to follow the basic advice below: 
Every time a stranger calls at your door, it is essential that you ask them for identification, no matter which organisation they are from - even the police. Any genuine caller will hand over their identification so that you can ring the organisation they are from to check they are genuine, while they wait locked outside. Don't just accept the identification is genuine; always check by ringing the organisation. 

If in doubt - keep them out! Do not open the door to strangers; if you are not expecting someone, do not open the door to them. Use a door chain and door viewer to see who the caller is. Never let someone into your house before you confirm who they are. 

Ensure that back doors are locked if someone approaches the front of the house; distraction burglars usually work in pairs and whilst one is distracting you at the front door, another may be trying to gain entry at the back of the house. 

If someone is offering to do work for you at the door step, do not allow them to do it there and then, ask them to call back at another time when someone is with you. Do not be forced into accepting work that you do not want done. If in doubt about traders, call your local Trading Standards department at the council. 

Distraction burglars are heartless criminals who use tricks to con their way into vulnerable people's homes and steal their valuables. Thames Valley Police and the council cannot tackle this crime alone and need the public's help. You can regularly 
reminding your elderly and vulnerable neighbours, friends or relatives about safe ways to answer the door to an unexpected caller.

Neighbourhood Action Group (NAG) information
The NAG as an entity is currently in a period of transition as we look to localise the issues to each village and work with more local residents and public bodies in partnership. 
We will be meeting with the Edlesborough Parish Council this month (Thursday 22 July) to discuss issues surrounding The Green. We would welcome local residents to come who are interested in taking on assignments to work with the police, Parish Council and any other agencies that can assist in making Edlesborough an even stronger community. 
More dates of NAG meetings will be published in due course.

The local neighbourhood team were out enforcing the speed limit in Ivinghoe and Dagnall where Fixed Penalty Notices were issued for excessive speed. The Speed Indication Device (SID) was used by the local PCSOs in Wingrave, Ivinghoe Aston and Pitstone. This month the police will be out in force across the whole area enforcing the speed limit in these areas.

Week of action

The neighbourhood policing team in Wing South will be carrying out a week of action to tackle a number of issues including the number one priority, speeding, for local residents.

The week of action will take place between Monday 19 and Sunday 25 July. A recent survey identified speeding as the main concern for people living in the Wing South area. 

The neighbourhood team will be out in force all week to address this issue, as well as carrying out an Automatic Number Plate Recognition (ANPR) operation to target vehicle crime offenders, a Trading Standards and anti-social behaviour operation focusing on the under age drinking. The officers will also be holding crime prevention patrols in the area and a Have Your Say meeting at the Startops car park in Marsworth, a beauty spot location, where local residents and visitors can meet the team and raise any issues they may have. 

Neighbourhood Sergeant, Paul Cladingboel, said: “Residents have raised speeding as their main concern in the area and to show we not only listen but act on their concerns, the week of action will be primarily spent on tackling this issue by means of speeding enforcement operations.

“This will show us if there is a speeding problem in Wing South or if it is a perception of the residents. If it is a problem, not only will drivers be issued with Fixed Penalty Notice and points on their licence as a result of the operations in the week of action, future operations will be planned until this issue is resolved. 

“We take residents’ concerns seriously, no matter how big or small the maybe. As long as residents tell us about their concerns or issues we will address them and ensure they are resolved to help improve the quality of life in the Wing South neighbourhood.”

The neighbourhood policing team will be carrying out high-visibility operations during the week; the week of action will be as follows:

Monday 19 July – Speed enforcement operation, between 7am and 3pm

Wednesday 21 July – Community Speedwatch events, between 8am and 4pm

Thursday 22 July – ANPR operation

Friday 23 July – Trading Standards/anti-social behaviour operation, between 4pm and midnight

Saturday 24 July – Crime prevention patrols, between 4pm and midnight

Sunday 25 July – Have Your Say meeting at the Startops car park in Marsworth, between 2pm and 6pm – patrols in the area will continue until 10pm. 

Offenders bought to justice

· On 2 June, a 23-year-old male from Hemel Hempstead was given an £80 Fixed Penalty Notice for possessing cannabis at the Ivinghoe Beacon, Ivinghoe.
· On 15 June, a 16-year-old male from Amersham was given a formal warning for shoplifting at the Post Office in Edlesborough. This male also gave the shop owners money to cover the cost of the goods he stole.

· On 16 June, a 31-year-old male from Pitstone was charged with cultivating cannabis at his home address. He appeared in court a few days later and was sentenced to a 12 month community order, with 120 hours unpaid work. He was also ordered to pay £85 court costs.
· On 17 June, a 15-year-old male was given a formal warning for possessing cannabis in the car park of Cheddington Village Hall.
· On 21 June, an 18-year-old male from Watford was cautioned for possessing cannabis at the Ivinghoe Beacon, Ivinghoe
· On 25 June, an 18-year-old male from Stewkley was given a formal warning for possessing cannabis at the old pumping station, Wingrave.

· On 30 June, a 27-year-old male from Bletchley was given a formal warning for stealing from his employer in Soulbury. 
Crime Statistics
From March to May, crime is down by 0.8% compared to the same period last year. Anti-social behaviour remains down by 52%. Burglary is up by an average of 7 offences to 9 offences and theft from vehicle crime has seen a small decrease of 8%. Our crime statistics for the first quarter of this year (April – June) have yet to be published on the above website however we are pleased to see a decrease in crime of 9.7% across the Wing South area.

Anti-social behaviour

Our main concern at this time is reports from local residents from Yardley Avenue, Pitstone and The Green, Edlesborough regarding the amount of noise being created by young people really late at night and in some instances into the early hours of the morning. This is causing a lot of people anguish as they struggle to keep their children asleep and therefore they also lose sleep themselves and then having to get up early to go to work. These young people have been warned and now the local neighbourhood team will be taking the next steps in trying to deal with their behaviour. The difficulty we have is that these young people’s parents are not supportive as in most occasions they do not mind that their 14-17-year-old child is out at 1-2am causing mischief. This is an issue that we will be cracking down on over the coming weeks.
Up coming events
· Please be aware of this community event in your neighbouring village of Stewkley. Former heavyweight champion Frank Bruno will be among those joining Thames Valley Police and partners to support a charity football event in Stewkley later this month. 
Organised by Police Community Support Officer (PCSO) Tina Hobson from the Wing North neighbourhood, the event will take place in Stewkley on Sunday 18 July to help raise money for the charity Child Victims of Crime, a national police charity. 

Six football teams will be taking part in the tournament, including staff from Thames Valley Police, Buckinghamshire Fire and Rescue Service, Aylesbury Vale District Council, a leisure centre in Buckinghamshire and a local team from Stewkley.


As well as the football tournament, there will be an auction and a raffle with prizes including a signed football shirt from former MK Dons player Nigel Quashie, two tickets to watch a game at Luton FC, a stadium tour and museum visit for four people at Liverpool FC and much more. During the event, a BBQ, an ice-cream van, a bouncy castle and fun fair stalls will be available.

As well as Frank Bruno's support for the event, two players from MK Lions basketball club will be coming to show off their skills, give tips to the children in the Multi Use Games Area and donate a signed item to the auction or raffle. 

The police van will be present with the Wing North neighbourhood policing team and possibly Buckinghamshire Fire and Rescue Service and Aylesbury Vale District Council, providing security advice, crime prevention information and they will be on hand if anyone wants to discuss any concerns or issues. 

PCSO Tina Hobson, said: "This event is a community event where everyone is invited to come along and enjoy a day of competitive football, fun and ultimately 
raise as much money as possible for Child Victims of Crime. There will be loads of activities going on, as well as the football for everyone of all ages to enjoy, with great prizes for the raffle and auction. I hope as many people as possible come along with their family and friends and have a great day out." 

The event will take place at The Pavilion, Stewkley Recreation Ground, Soulbury Road, Stewkley from 2pm
· We will be holding a Have Your Say meeting on Sunday 25 July, between 2pm and 6pm at the Startops Car Park, Marsworth where we will be also talking to people about car crime and crime prevention.
· On Saturday 21 August, we will be at the Mentmore Village fete. We look forward to seeing you there where you can come and talk to us about any issues you may have.
· We will be holding a ‘Have your Say’ meeting on Sunday 22 August, between 3pm and 6pm at the Startops Car Park, Marsworth.  All residents across the Wing South area are invited to come and “Have their Say” and speak to their local policing team. We would particularly like to see local residents from Marsworth so that they can inform us of any issues that are concerning them at this time. 
These meetings are an ideal opportunity for local residents to speak to their local police officer and PCSOs about any local issues.
