These past few weeks have seen us enjoy attending the local fetes and carnivals in the area. It has been great to meet local residents and listen to their concerns. We also give out free crime prevention advice which will help people stay clear of falling victim to potential criminals. We appreciate the invitations extended to us to attend these fetes and I know the children are equally appreciative of sitting in our police cars. We look forward to seeing how Mentmore are going to top the appearance of Mark Webber next year!
We recently held a Have Your Say meeting in Star Tops car park in Marsworth where we were able to help educate car owners to prevent themselves becoming victims of car thefts and break ins. Amazingly on this same day we found 62 vehicles in the Wing South area with valuables on display ranging from sat nav holders, phone chargers to iphone’s, Nintendo DS, purses and cash!! Please remember to keep all valuable and clothing out of sight. Remember “Out of Sight, Out of Mind”.

Other News

Now that the harvest is coming to an end the Harecoursing season will start to come into full affect. Last year we were able to successfully run Operation Animal to deter this type of illegal hunting. We were able to dramatically reduce this type of activity by working effectively with the local farming community and local residents reporting suspicious incident to us. Please continue to do the same this year. The main points to prove to successfully prosecute hare coursers is to actually witness the dogs being released and catching the animal. If you see this type of activity please phone 999 and report what you are seeing to us.
We are also in the process of replacing the old Country Watch signs. If you have an old sign and you have yet to receive your new one then please let us know and we will drop your new one off to you. Offenders bought to justice

Crime Statistics
Between May and July this year, crime in Wing South went down by 8.5% compared to the same three months last year. Vehicle crime is down by 44%. We have seen a rise in burglaries over this period with anti-social behaviour falling by 22% in the same period.

Anti-social behaviour

This month we have had one report of young people late at night being noisy on the Green in Cheddington. They were sitting in the bus stop and cars full of their friends were stopping to talk to them. We would ask all young people to be aware that their voices carry, especially late at night when all around is quiet.  Similar incidents were reported from Pitstone and Edlesborough.
In Edlesborough we also had a report of cars racing round the village and then wheel spinning into the pavilion car park.

Also from Edlesborough and from Wingrave we had reports of loud parties. These affected nearby residents because the parties spilt out into the street. If you are planning a party please let your neighbours know and tell them what time you plan to end the party. If people (e.g. smokers) have to be outside make sure they talk quietly so as not to disturb the neighbourhood.

Once again in Wingrave, Winslow Road was blocked by barriers from road works being moved across the road. The young people who did this hid in the churchyard so they could see the results of their work. This practice is very dangerous on a dark road with cars having to brake suddenly as they come across the road block.
Once again we would like to remind parents to check that they know where their children have gone for the evening.

Up coming events

We will be holding a Have Your Say meeting on Cheddington Green on Wednesday 22 September, between 2pm and 4pm. This is at the same time as the joint Citizens Advice Bureau/Vale of Aylesbury Housing Trust advice service.  All residents across the Wing South area are invited to come and “Have their Say” and also receive crime prevention advice. 
These meetings are an ideal opportunity for local residents to speak to their local police officer and PCSOs about any local issues.
