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Here is the latest Wing South Neighbourhood update from Police Community Support Officer Christine Baker.
Recent News 
December has been a busy month for us. PCSO Chris Baker attended the Christmas tree festival at All Saints church Marsworth on 4th and 5th December. Our tree this year had the theme of ‘watch your speed at Christmas’, an important message at this time of year.
Other Christmas events that we have attended include the Nine Lessons and Carols service at St Giles’s Church, Cheddington, the Christingle service at Cheddington Methodist Church and the nativity play at Dagnall School.
In recent months we have, in conjunction with the TVP Aylesbury vale crime reduction officer, AVDC community safety team and Vale of Aylesbury Housing Trust, been visiting villages and offering crime reduction advice. This has included checking parked cars to see if valuables have been left inside and if so followed up with a letter to the owners warning them of the risk of theft from their vehicles. We have talked to householders about the advantage of signing up for community messaging and in the streets where burglaries have occurred selectadna has been offered.
Crime Priorities

Over December we have seen a rise in residential burglaries. These have been a mixture of day time and over night crimes. Please see the crime prevention advice below for measures you can take to secure your home. We would be happy to come and visit you to assess your secuirty. The Neighbourhood Team is currently increasing patrols and organising specific operations to target Burglaries and more information will be given out soon regarding out activiites. Although we haven’t yet had any reported thefts of copper we have historically suffered this type of crime and we would advice you to tighten up your secuirty as the price of copper has risen which may lead to a rise in this type of crime increasing over the coming weeks. We will be out in the villages this month conducting speed enforcement. In December we visited Pitstone, Wingrave, Northall and Cheddington.
Crime Prevention Advice
Now is the time to think about all the new items you have acquired either as Christmas presents or bought in the January sales. If these were lost or stolen could you prove they were yours? Do take a note of the serial number and keep this in a safe place. Post code large items using florescent pens or mark your items with selectadna. Both are invisible to the naked eye but will show up under a UV light. We recommend displaying stickers that state all your items are marked. This is a deterrent to would be thieves.
At this time of year we have an increase in motor vehicle thefts in the early mornings due to owners leaving engines running to clear away the ice from windscreens and to warm up their cars. This makes your vehicle very vulnerable to being stolen. Never leave your ignition keys in your vehicle with the engine running unless you are with it. A number of local residents in recent years having done this have found their vehicles missing when they return to it, if only a few minutes later. Take a bit more time in the mornings, invest in some de-icer and just sit in the car for a minute or two to let it warm up and for the screens to demist. It could be your vehicle next. Be smart, be patient and don’t let it happen to you! Your car insurance provider will probably not cover you either!

Offenders bought to justice
· In May 2007 a vehicle was stolen in Church Road, Slapton. In December 2010 James Davis (aged 23) of Canberra Close, St. Albans admitted committing Burglary offences in Hertfordshire and subsequently admitted this vehicle crime and asked for it to be taken into consideration by the court.
· In September 2010 a 17 year old male from Marsworth was found in possession of cannabis in Watery Lane, Marsworth. After admitting the offence he was subsequently summonsed to court and appeared over the festive period for sentencing.

Anti Social behaviour     
During December we had one report of young people being noisy late at night on the Green and the High Street in Edlesborough. The Green is often the meeting place for young people but they will often move into the High Street and sit on the wall of the Methodist church to be by the street light. This then disturbs residents. Most young people are usually just out having fun with their friends. If they were mindful of local residents and remembered to always put their litter in the bins provided the complaints against them would probably cease.

We also had one report of a young driver in the icy weather doing handbrake turns in his car on Vicarage Road, Pitstone. This reckless behaviour could easily have resulted in an accident involving the occupants of the vehicle and any pedestrians in the area.

This will be between 10:00 and 11:00am where people can come and speak to us about local issues.
