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Wing South Neighbourhood update from Police Constable Jared Levens:
Recent News
In November we held a ‘Have your say’ meeting during the Cheddington coffee morning and book browse. PCSO Paul Evans has been busy postcode marking bicycles for members of Cheddington Youth Club. This is an easy way to deter thieves from taking your bike. Your house number and postcode are written on a sticker and placed on your bicycle. This sticker is designed to fragment into many tiny pieces if anyone attempts to remove it. If you are getting new bicycles for Christmas do let us know and we will provide you with stickers and instructions for placing them on your bike.
Crime Prevention Advice 
With the Christmas holiday season almost upon us, now is a good time to remind people to take steps to ensure your Christmas isn’t spoiled by criminals. 
Christmas Shopping 

· Make sure your card isn’t a gift for pickpockets. When the shops are crowded they have more chance to steal from you. 

· Keep your purse or wallet close to your body and never in your back pocket or the top of a handbag 

· Try to pay using a debit card rather than carrying lots of cash 

· Always keep your pin number secret and be aware who is around when you are withdrawing cash from a machine 

· Never leave credit or debit receipts lying around – some of them carry your card details 

· Keep cheque books and cheque cards separate and never write down your pin number 

· Always use a secure and well lit car park and never leave shopping bags on display in your car 

Personal Safety
Try to plan your evening in advance 
· Get your cash out of the ATM during daylight hours 

· Make arrangements to get home safely – check timetables or programme the number of a reputable taxi firm in to your phone 

· Use available public transport or pre book a taxi rather than walking home 

· Make sure someone knows where you are going and what time you will be back 

Look after yourself and your belongings 

· Never leave coats or bags on chair backs where sneak thieves can get them 

· Don’t accept drinks from strangers or leave yours unattended 

· Keep your wits about you – too much alcohol makes you vulnerable 

· Stick with your friends and don’t walk home alone 

· Never take short cuts late at night, stick to well lit main routes 

Don’t drink too much 

· If you are clearly drunk you may attract the attention of an opportunist thief 

· Look after friends if they’ve had too much to drink make sure they get home safely 

If you are using your mobile at night 

· Be aware who is around you 

· Set it to vibrate rather than a loud ring tone to attract peoples attention 

· Don’t walk and text, you are likely to be distracted and you are giving a potential thief a chance to see what type of phone you have 

Home Security 

· Leaving presents under the tree in full view from outside can attract the attention of thieves – keep them out of sight until Christmas day 

· If you store larger items such as bikes in a shed or outer building make sure they are secure 

· Once you’ve opened all your gifts, don’t leave the boxes on view outside to advertise your good fortune to criminals 

· Leave a light and radio on a timer if you are going away for Christmas or having a night out 

· As a fire precaution don’t leave Christmas lights on whilst you are out 

· If you go away for Christmas, cancel your milk and newspaper deliveries 

· Lock all outside doors and windows, and if you have a burglar alarm make sure it is in full working order and set before you go away 

· Neighbours may be able to help you by collecting post, opening and closing curtains and they could occasionally park their car on car on your drive 

· Genuine delivery personnel usually have uniforms and liveried vehicles and should not need to come into your home. Charity collectors will have identification and will not be offended if you ask to see it 

Autocrime 

If you are taking your car on a Christmas shopping trip 

· Use well lit, secure car parks 

· Don’t leave anything in your car, remove everything of value before you go shopping – including sat nav’s and car stereo’s 

· Security mark your sat nav with property coding devices or ultra violet markers and Register your sat nav with www.immobilise.com . This will help to reunite you with them if they are stolen 

· Keep a record of your sat nav equipment serial numbers 

· Open the parcel shelf and glove box to show there is nothing of value left in the vehicle 

· Don’t return to your car to leave purchases in the boot before continuing with your shopping as thieves may watch car parks 

· When at home keep your car keys hidden and away from doors, windows and letterboxes

Road Safety issues

During November we have been in Westfield Road, Pitstone where we have given out a lot of tickets for speeding. The speed limit here is 30mph however we have found a lot of people doing 45mph plus. We have dates planned in December to reattend.
Operations tackling serious crime 
On the 24th November officers from Wing and Tring neighbourhood teams worked together on an ANPR (automatic number plate recognition) operation on the Hertfordshire / Thamesvalley borders. Numerous stop checks were conducted and some interesting intelligence was gained about those who may be committing crimes on our borders. We have further operations planned for December and January where we hope our joint working will provide us with some very positive results.
Operation Attali has been running for the last 3 months in the rural areas of the Aylesbury Vale. This Operation targets those involved in Serious Acquisitive Crime (Burglary, Robbery and Vehicle Crime) and involves high profile visible policing in villages using a variety of police resources. 
Crime Stats 
The Wing South area continues to show a decrease in crime levels on last year which is fantastic news. In November 2011 there were 28 recorded crimes compared to 37 in November 2010.  For the period April – October 2011 we are seeing an overall reduction in crime of over 36% compared to the same period last year which equates to over a 100 fewer offences. Burglary Dwellings are down 50%, Theft of Vehicles is down 70% and Burglary Non Dwellings (sheds, garages etc) are down 68%.
Please remember to visit the National crime mapping website (www.police.uk) which shows the crime recorded in your village. Crime in your area is below the national average which is welcome news. If you require information for your street please do get in touch with us. 
Offenders brought to justice
· On the 3rd November a man currently serving a prison sentence at HMP Bedford admitted to the police that he had committed a burglary in 2004 in the village of Great Brickhill. 
· On the 18th November a 22 year old man from Rowsham was charged with the offence of being in possession of a drug called Ketamine. 

· A 28 year old man has also been charged with an offence of handling stolen goods this month. 

· A 53 year old man has been charged with an offence of harassment. 
Anti Social behaviour     
This month on a Sunday afternoon we have had a report of cars racing round Pitstone Green Business Park. This anti social driving is noisy and inconsiderate to those who live on the Castlemead estate.

On the morning of Saturday 28th January 2012 PCSO Jackie Dodson will be outside the shops in Edlesborough to discuss any issues that local residents have.
This month we will be entering a tree in the Christmas tree festival on 10th / 11th December at Wingrave Church. Do come along to see our tree and on Saturday 10th PCSO Chris Baker will be in attendance in the community centre where you can ‘Have your Say’ and also receive crime prevention advice.
