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Here is the latest Wing South Neighbourhood update from Police Constable Jared Levens:
Recent News 
In March we held several Have Your Say meetings across the area. Our PCSOs hopped aboard the mobile library service to travel throughout the area to meet local residents. PC Levens and PCSO Dodson held a stall outside the village shops in Edlesborough. Some of the issues raised there were parking on the pavement and Speeding down the High St. We will be reviewing these issues during April.
We are continuing to receive reports of vehicles lurking in villages and the drivers asking for Scrap metal. We would encourage you to report these vehicles to us. Not all are suspicious but we would like to know about them so we can check that they are legitimate. Please do not encourage them by leaving scrap metal or old white goods in your gardens.
With the clocks going forward the evenings are getting lighter and the days getting brighter and warmer (Hopefully!!) This is a timely opportunity to remind people to review their vehicle security and to remember to keep valuables with you when you leave your vehicle. If you have to leave your valuables in the car remember ‘Out of sight is out of mind’.  
At the end of March we held a meeting with some of the local farming community. This was an opportunity for farmers to voice their concerns and explain the issues that face them. This is a large rural area and it is important for us to listen and understand how different communities are affected by crime and anti social activities. This meeting was well attended and a number of actions have been discussed and will be put into place over the coming weeks and months. We hope to meet again in the year to see how things have hopefully improved. Our thanks go to James Henderson for organising this and for the support the local farming community give the police.
Working Together to Tackle Rural Crime.

Thames Valley Police have today (1st April) launched their own Police Tractor. The vehicle has been loaned to the Force by John Deere and Farrol Ltd and shall be used by the Police to promote the work the Force is doing to tackle rural crime. The tractor has been fitted with a number of security devices to demonstrate the type of products which can be purchased to help prevent the theft of tractors and other agricultural vehicles. 

Inspector Emma Garside said "we intend to have the tractor with us at a number of our community events throughout the coming months. It is hugely eye catching piece of kit which we hope will get people talking. We want to demonstrate how seriously the Police are taking their responsibilities to reduce the numbers of stolen plant in the countryside. Preventing this kind of offence is far easier than detecting it. You wouldn't leave a £70,000 car insecure in the middle of no where and expect it to still be there in the morning. The same attitude must now be applied to agricultural vehicles too."

Thames Valley Police are currently offering a 20% discount on the CESAR product. CESAR is a specially-designed product that offers protection from theft by making it so difficult for a thief to sell-on or change the identity of a piece of equipment that it’s not worth stealing it. Crime Prevention Advice
Fuel is usually taken from large capacity tanks found in lorries, but cars, vans and small vehicles can also be an easy target. The average car tank holds around £60 worth of fuel and can be emptied in seconds.

· Always use a locking fuel filler cap. 

· Park your vehicle in a well-lit, public area or a secure car park. Thieves don't like to be disturbed, so the busier the area, the better. 

· Ask yourself do you have to fill up before you leave the vehicle overnight? Leave the vehicle with little fuel in the tank and fill up the next day when you set off again. 

· A simple knock against the side of the tank will give an indication of how much fuel is in your vehicle. If there's not much to steal, the thief is likely to leave yours alone.

Farms, transport yards and other commercial premises often keep a large amount of fuel in bulk tanks. These sites can be easy targets for thieves as they are left unattended at night or staff forget to lock tanks at the end of the day.

· If a member of staff uses a fuel tank, they should sign keys out and in with a supervisor. 

· Note the number of litres drawn to keep a record of how much fuel should be remaining in the tank. 

· Remember, red diesel is just as attractive to the criminal as derv.

We will be out in Edlesborough this month in response to the requests from the Have Your Say Meeting a few weeks ago to asses the issues along the High St.
Operations tackling serious crime
This month has seen the Wing North and Wing South teams conduct plain clothes operations in Wing and the surrounding villages. These patrols have been both in the day and at night and seen some good results. On the 30th March officers were out in plain clothes looking for a known thief when they came across a vehicle parked up in a dead end street with a large bag of cannabis. A great result!
Offenders brought to justice
· On the 10th March 2011 Paulo Romano, aged 26 from Ledburn was charged with possession of Cocaine and Cannabis.

· On the 16th March 2011 Asad Malik, aged 22 from Narbeth Drive, Aylesbury was charged with handling stolen goods from an address in Wingrave.
· On the 24th March 2011 a 19 year old female from Pitstone was fined £80 for possessing cannabis in the memorial hall car park, Pitstone.
· On the 28th March 2011 Hope Price, aged 25 from Chiltern View, Eaton Bray returned on bail and was charged with the offence of Burglary by the Wing North and Wing South Neighbourhood Team. This burglary occurred in Great Brickhill in January. This male is due to attend Milton Keynes Magistrates court on the 7th April.
Crime Stats
In March 2011 a total of 26 crimes were recorded in the Wing South area by Thames Valley Police. This is a big decrease from March 2010 where 43 crimes were recorded. The Wing South area continues to show a decrease in crime levels on last year which is fantastic news. The new crime mapping website (www.police.uk) is up and running however at the time of writing it only had February’s statistics. If you require information for your street in the mean time please do get in touch with us. 
Anti Social behaviour     
With the nice weather returning we have seen some reports of motorbikes racing around Pitstone Quarry. This area is shared with Hertfordshire Police and on once occasion they have issued these riders with Section 59 notices for anti social usage of their motorbikes. This will be monitored and enforced over the coming months.
