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Here is the latest Wing South Neighbourhood update from Police Community Support Officer Christine Baker:
Recent News 
In February we visited Slapton youth club where we postcoded bicycles brought along by members of the club and residents of the village. We did not however have anyone who came to speak to us about any issues at this ‘Have your Say’. Since this meeting we were called to Slapton following a report of men knocking on doors and asking for scrap. Residents in all villages are reminded that this is only an offence if the area displays No door step selling signs and houses display the large yellow warning signs which say ‘No cold callers, Please leave and do not return, Failure to do so is a criminal offence.’ If you do not have one of these new stickers and would like one do please get in touch.

We will always check out any one who is knocking on doors to see if they are bone fide so do still call us if they come to your village. In Slapton it turned out one of the men was wanted by another police force and consequently he was arrested and taken to Aylesbury police station.

PCSO Chris Baker is still looking for dog owners to sign up for Dogwatch. This is being trialled in the village of Wingrave and if successful we will be rolling this out across the Wing South area. PCSO Baker explains “Dog owners can register their details and those of their dog and they are then issued with a card. The card will give instruction on what to look out for when walking your dog e.g., persons or vehicles acting suspiciously, fly tippers, hare coursers or those no clearing up their dog’s mess and who to contact in each situation.” Cards will be issued later this month so If you are interested in joining Dogwatch in Wingrave  and you would like more details please contact PCSO Chris Baker either by emailing christine.baker@thamesvalley.pnn.police.uk or phoning her on 07974 973 866 as soon as possible. 
We have recently had reports of dogs running loose in fields in Northall where sheep are lambing. Although the dogs were not attacking the sheep in any way their presence disturbed the sheep. Please remember to keep your dogs under control especially at this important time in the farming calendar.

Our new neighbourhood van arrived towards the end of February and you may have already seen this around the villages. This provides a large high visibility presence and will be very useful for ‘Have your Say’ meetings. We hope to take it to as many fetes as possible this summer. Some villages have already booked us for their events. If you are organising a fete or other community event do let us know the date so we can add it to our diaries. 
Young people, despite several of our villages having well attended youth clubs, often tell us there is little to do in the evenings. They will be pleased to hear Bucks County Council in conjunction with Street Dreams are putting on a free event at Pitstone Memorial Hall on Friday 18th March from 6.00 -10.00 p.m. This is for anyone aged 11 -17 and from any village. Activities will include street dance, I-van, PS3, DJ’ing, skateboard, sumosuits, Nintendo Wii, music, food, films, basketball and football. We hope to see lots of you there!
Crime Prevention Advice
How to Secure Your Fertiliser 

The National Counter Terrorism Security Office (NaCTSO) provides farmers, growers, land-owners and farm staff with advice on how to secure their fertiliser.

The NaCTSO website provides details on how to secure your fertiliser and the advice and guidance given can certainly be used throughout the fertiliser supply chain.

It is supported by all of the UK’s farmers’ unions, together with UK fertiliser manufacturers, importers and numerous trade associations representing grain, dairy, beef and sheep farming.

Why securing your fertiliser is important: - 

· Fertilisers might be misused, as an ingredient in home made explosives. This includes inorganic nitrogenous, ammonium nitrate and ammonium nitrate-based fertilisers. 

· Fertilisers have been used by terrorists, both in the UK and overseas, to manufacture powerful explosives which have then been used in improvised explosive devices (IEDs).

Road Safety issues
During the month of February the PCSOs have been out with the Speed Indication Device monitoring speeds in Winslow Road, Wingrave. This area we be one of the ones visited over
the next few weeks when we will be out in force with the assistance of our volunteer special constables.
The parking issues in Marsworth and Cheddington have been dealt with by putting warning letters on cars. The majority of vehicle owners have heeded the warnings and are no longer causing an obstruction on the pavements. We will continue to monitor this over the coming months.
We have also been dealing with parking issues at Edlesborough School where drivers have parked too close to a junction and the large number of parked vehicles means visibility is poor for those cars going up and down the High Street. This has resulted in cars mounting the pavement to get past and making it dangerous for the children walking home from school.  PC Jared Levens has been working closely with the safer routes to school coordinator and all parents received a letter from the head teacher advising them where to park safely.
Operations tackling serious crime
Over this month we have increased our presence in the village and recently we have changed our shifts to work into the early hours of the morning to deter and catch criminals who operate in the moonlight. As the days grow longer now we have started to see an increase in visitors to the beauty spots and our patrols are dedicated at these peak times.
Offenders brought to justice
· On the 4th February 2011 a 20 year old male from Leighton Buzzard received a Police Caution for possessing cannabis when his vehicle was stopped in Mentmore.
· On the 11th February 2011 a 25 year old male from Chiltern View, Eaton Bray was arrested on suspicion of Burglary by the Wing North and Wing South Neighbourhood Team. This burglary occurred in Great Brickhill in January. This male is currently on bail and is due to return to Aylesbury Police Station on the 28th March.
Crime Stats
In February 2011 a total of 15 crimes were recorded in the Wing South area by Thames Valley Police. Five of these crimes were domestic related which shows that there was very little crime across the Wing South area this month which is great news. This is a big decrease from February 2010 where 38 crimes were recorded. The new crime mapping website (www.police.uk) appears to be having some teething problems as when I looked today it still had statistics for December 2010 showing. If you require information for your street in the mean time please do get in touch with us. We also had some great team working in Ivinghoe Aston where residents have witnessed a possible suspect vehicle leaving the scene of a crime and through some quick emails and phone calls we have been able to make some good enquiries. Evidence which shows what can happen when the police and communities work together. Please do keep giving us the information. 
Anti Social behaviour     
During February we have received two reports of anti social behaviour from Marsworth. The first was of four young men in their 20s jumping over fences and running round peoples gardens. The other was of a young man, also in his 20s, vandalising the telephone box. Considering the age of these young men, and the fact that both these incidents happened late in the evening, it may be that they had partaken a few too many drinks in one of the local hostelleries.

· On Tuesday 22nd March we will be aboard the mobile library visiting Dagnall, Ivinghoe Aston, Marsworth, Cheddington and Pitstone. Call in and talk to the PCSOs whilst changing your books!
· On Tuesday 29th March we will be giving a police report at the Wingrave annual parish meeting. We will be available for half an hour before this meeting starts to talk to members of the public. If you wish to ‘Have your Say’ do come along to the community centre between 7.30p.m. -8.00p.m.
These meetings are an ideal opportunity for local residents to speak to their local Police Officer and PCSOs about any local issues.
