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Wing South Neighbourhood update from Police Community Support Officer Chris Baker:
Recent News
Thames Valley  Police will be launcing a new number on the 14th November providing people with a new way to get in touch about non-emergency issues. 101 will be the new number to contact Thames Valley Police when it is less urgent than 999
As well as making the police more accessible to communities, it is intended that 101 will reduce the number of inappropriate 999 calls. There will be a single flat charge of 15p per call, regardless of the duration, time of day, mobile or landline.

You should call 101 to report crime and other concerns that do not require an emergency response. For example:

· Stolen cars 

· If you suspect drug dealing/taking 

· To give us information about crime in your area 

· To speak to your Local Policing Team 

In an emergency, always call 999 when you need an immediate response, For example:

· Because a crime is in progress 

· Someone suspected of a crime is nearby 

· When there is danger to life 

· When violence is being used or threatened 

 101 will not:

· Change the way in which we respond to non emergency calls 

· Connect people to a large national call centre 

· Result in calls receiving a lower priority than if 999 had been called for a non emergency issue 

101 should not be used to report:

· Fly tipping 

· Noise pollution 

· Stray dogs

The local policing team were out patrolling the villages throughout Halloween. We are pleased to report that there were no issues of anti social behaviour and that people were able to enjoy the evening in the right spirit. 

Crime Prevention Advice 
Frosty morning? Keep your car locked!

During the colder weather it is tempting to leave car engines running while defrosting the windows but this means it is just so easy for someone to get in and drive off. Please don’t be tempted to leave your vehicle unattended with its engine running. It is a gift to people who don’t deserve it.

Most car thieves are opportunists who are just looking for that one chance to steal your car. Others take advantage of the cold weather and are actively on the look out for an easy target.

Offences like these can easily be avoided if motorists remove the keys from the ignition whenever their vehicle is unattended and make sure it is locked and that all additional security measures are activated. 

On icy mornings when the car needs to be defrosted people should stay with it. It is also vitally important that people are vigilant and that they report anyone acting suspiciously to the police. 

We are warning motorists about the dangers of this type of avoidable crime before the cold snap really begins. It is also worth pointing out that if a car is stolen in this way you might not be covered by your insurance company

NAG info
During October we have attended all the parish meetings in the neighbourhood in order to hold our Neighbourhood Action Group (NAG) meetings within their agendas. The main issues we are looking at are parking in Marsworth and Pitstone and speeding issues in most villages. We will be visiting Wingrave and Mentmore in November

Road Safety issues

The Police Community Support Officers have been out in October gauging recent trends in speed in certain villages in response to requests from our Have Your Say meetings. They have found emerging issues in Westfield Road, Pitstone, Winslow Road, Wingrave and High St, Edlesborough. The Neighbourhood team will be out in November with the speed gun to enforce these speed limits. 
Operations tackling serious crime 
We are continuing to run Operation Attali and seeing great results in keeping crime low. Officers from across the rural neighbourhoods have been in your local villages into the early hours looking for those wanting to commit crime, checking to see that farm gates have not been damaged, and responding to members of the public who have reported suspicious activity. This Operation will continue to run throughout November.
Crime Stats 
The Wing South area continues to show a decrease in crime levels on last year which is fantastic news. In October 2011 there were 21 recorded crimes compared to 45 in October 2010.  For the period April – September 2011 we are seeing an overall reduction in crime of 36% compared to the same period last year. Burglary Dwellings are down 52%, Theft of Vehicles is down 57% and Burglary Non Dwellings (sheds, garages etc) are down 71%. Please remember to visit the National crime mapping website (www.police.uk) which shows the crime recorded in your village. Crime in your area is below the national average which is welcome news. Offenders brought to justice

· On the 21st October a 53 year old male was arrested and charged with harassment in Edlesborough
· On the 18th October an 18 year old male was arrested and cautioned for causing criminal damage to a vehicle in Pitstone. 
· On the 27th October a 19 year old male was charged for possession of a controlled drug on the Beacon in Ivinghoe
· On the 25th October an 18 year old male was given a formal warning for possessing cannabis in Station Road, Cheddington.
· In this period a 15 year old male has been charged with a burglary.
Anti Social behaviour     
In October we had two reports of young people being a nuisance riding scooters and mountain bikes in Pitstone Green Business Park. A similar report came from Cheddington where scooters were being ridden down a ramp in a residential street causing residents to worry that either their cars would be damaged or a child would accidentally be hit by a car.
One over enthusiastic driver in Cow Lane decided to do some hand brake turns which resulted in his car breaking down and a group of young men in Pitstone had a few too many drinks one night which resulted in a noisy walk home which disturbed other residents.

Up coming events
On Saturday 12th November at 10.00a.m. we will be holding a ‘Have your Say’ meeting at the coffee morning and book browse in the Methodist school room, Cheddington. Do come along and raise any issues you have with PCSO Paul Evans as well having a cup of coffee or buying a book to raise funds for St Giles Church.
In December we will be entering a tree in the Wingrave Christmas tree festival. These trees will be on display in the church and ours will be the one with blue flashing lights! On Saturday morning December 10th PCSO Baker will be in attendance in the community centre where you can ‘Have your Say’ as well as get crime prevention advice.
