Speed Limit Review: Area 13 – Initial Proposals
My Council has now studied the ‘Initial Proposals’ that affect Edlesborough Parish and has asked me to convey the following to you:

1.  Northall:  The proposals are all in line with the many requests that the Parish Council and residents have made over many years.  We are very appreciative of the well thought out details and explanations which will facilitate understanding and agreement.  Accordingly, Edlesborough Parish Council supports them 100%.

2. Edlesborough:  

· Travellers’ Rest:  Again, the proposals are logical and explained very well.  Edlesborough Parish Council is in full agreement.

· A4146 from the northern boundary of the proposed 40mph limit north of Travellers’ Rest, to the existing 30mph limit entering the village of Edlesborough:  We are surprised, and disappointed, to see that it is proposed to retain the existing national speed limit of 60mph on this road.  We believe that this relatively short stretch of the A4146 should be limited to 40mph for the following reasons:

· To avoid successive changes in speed limit – 40 - 60 – 30

· To help slow down the traffic as it approaches Edlesborough Village

· To take into account the Ivinghoe Way and Cock’s Close junctions where traffic has been seen to be overtaking on this stretch of the A4146 creating an extremely dangerous accident situation
· To ensure that traffic is slowed down prior to the junction with Pine Road   onto the A4146 as due to a slight hill vehicles exiting Pine Road have difficulty in seeing vehicles approaching from the Travellers’ Rest roundabout towards Edlesborough.

· Relatively narrow road with cyclists

· Nearly half this stretch of road has no pavement

We will now embark on a period of consultation with parishioners.   We will emphasise that the nature of the Initial Proposals, and your indicative programme for progressing and consulting on the Final Proposals.
